Shop Holiday Tournaments are also held for St. Patrick’s Day, Memorial Day, July 4
th
, 

Labor Day and Halloween. (Note: You do not have to be an HHCGA member to 

participate in these holiday tournaments.)  

 

During the summer months the Sunday events will be 8:00AM shotgun starts followed by 

a buffet lunch or BBQ.  Starting in October, the times change to a 1:00PM shotgun 

followed by a “Sunday Super” meal.  The intent is to keep the cost as low as possible to 

encourage broad participation.
