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Heritage Highlands Golf Membership Agreement - 2008

This Golf Membership Agreement (“Agreement”) shall be effective on the Effective Date (as 
defined below) subject to the terms contained herein.

1. Classification of Membership
a. Member is granted a Golf Membership (“Membership”) at Heritage Highlands at 

Dove Mountain (the “Country Club”), which is owned by the Heritage Highlands 
at Redhawk Master Homeowners Association (“the Association”) and controlled 
by the Board of Directors of the Association (the “Board”).  Membership entitles 
Member to certain rights to use and enjoy the Country Club facilities, which 
include the golf course, putting green, practice range, and golf shop (“Golf 
Facilities”).

b. The Country Club and Golf Facilities were designed to be private and to be used 
primarily by residents of Heritage Highlands and to allow limited public access.  
As such, the Country Club has primarily granted and will continue to grant 
memberships to residents of Heritage Highlands and will allow for limited use by 
the public through various programs.  The Country Club may offer limited 
memberships to non-residents.

c. The Country Club reserves the right to issue other classifications of membership 
to the Country Club or the Golf Facilities at any time on terms and conditions in 
the Country Club’s sole discretion.  Further, the Country Club reserves the right 
to open the Country Club and the Golf Facilities to other non-members, as it 
deems reasonable or appropriate.

2. Membership Fees
a. Types of Fees

i. Individuals: Monthly Dues of $207.00 (the “Monthly Dues”) shall apply 
to each and every person obtaining Membership.

ii. Trail Fees: A monthly fee of $57.00 shall apply to each and every golf car 
owned and registered with the Association by a person obtaining 
Membership.

iii. Golf Car Rental Fees: A monthly fee of $102.00 shall apply to each and 
every person not owning a golf car registered with the Association and 
who obtains a Membership.

iv. Only golf cars owned by Heritage Highlands or owned by a Member and 
registered with the Association may be used on the golf course.1

b. Payment of fees
i. Individual Monthly Dues, Trail Fees and Golf Car Rental Fees shall be 

billed each month in advance and are due when billed.  Members paying

                                                
1 Member and any resident or user of the Golf Facilities using a golf car will be held fully responsible for any and all 
damages caused by the misuse of the golf car and shall reimburse the Association for any and all damages sustained 
by reason of misuse, including without limitation, damage to other golf cars and any property of the Association.
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twelve months fees in advance shall receive a 3% discount at the time of 
payment. 

ii. Monthly Dues, Trail Fees and Golf Car Rental fees are non-refundable 
except any funds delivered with an application for Membership, which is 
not approved.  The Monthly Dues and Trail Fees or Golf Car Rental Fees 
may be changed at the discretion of the Board and shall be the amounts in 
effect at the time the Membership is approved.  Members will be provided 
30 days advance notice from the effective date, of any change to the 
Monthly Dues of Fees (i.e., Trail Fees or Golf Car Rental Fees), and such 
notice may be by posting in the clubhouse, by newsletter, or by other 
means determined by the Board.

3. Application for Membership
a. Persons desiring to apply for Membership must complete and deliver an executed 

Membership Application to the Golf Shop.
b. Upon the Effective Date, Member shall be bound by all terms and conditions of 

Membership as set forth herein and agrees to abide by all rules and regulations of 
the Association, as amended from time to time (hereinafter the “Rules”).

4. Membership Rights
a. During the Term of this Membership Agreement, Member shall be entitled to use 

and enjoy the Golf Facilities and to participate in certain functions, tournaments, 
events and activities open to resident Members, as determined by the Board and 
on the terms and conditions provided herein or in the Rules.  All rights of Member 
are junior and subordinate to the Rules.

b. All Membership rights and Rules are subject and subordinate to the terms and 
provisions of that certain Amended and Restated Declaration of Covenants, 
Conditions and Restrictions for Heritage Highlands at Redhawk, recorded in 
Docket 12876, Page 3879, Official Records of Pima County, Arizona 
(“Declaration”).

5. Membership Requirements and Limitations
a. Member must be a natural person residing in a Dwelling Unit at Heritage 

Highlands, and not an entity, corporation, partnership or the like.
b. Member must be at least 19 years of age.
c. Membership does not confer or include any equity interest or ownership in any 

facilities or property including, but not limited to the Golf Facilities.  Membership 
confers certain priority rights of tee-time reservations over other members of 
Heritage Highlands who do not have a golf Membership.  No other special or
priority rights of use are conferred.  Membership and the fees associated therewith 
are not an investment in the Country Club or in the Association.  Membership 
only provides Member with the right to use the Golf Facilities, subject to the 
terms of the Membership Agreement, the Rules and the Declaration.
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d. Membership does not grant any right to control or govern the affairs of the 
Country Club or the Association.

e. All fees including, without limitation, Monthly Dues and processing fees are 
subject to change at the sole discretion of the Board.

f. Member must abide by all Rules, which are attached hereto as Exhibit A.  All 
Rules are subject to change at any time at the sole discretion of the Board.

6. Guest Privileges
Membership does not entitle any Member to any specific guest privileges other 
than those specifically provided for in the Rules or as otherwise granted by the 
Board.  As with all other Rules, those applicable to guests may be amended at any 
time by the Board.

7. Dues, Fees and Charges
a. All Monthly Dues and Fees shall be payable, in advance, and are due on or before 

the last day of each month.
b. All other charges related to the use of the Country Club including, without 

limitation, restaurant, golf shop, and guest fees for any of the Golf Facilities, will 
be billed to the Member and shall appear on the Member’s charge privilege 
statement.  Such statements are due on or before the last day of the month after 
the charges are incurred.  Future charges are subject to change at any time at the 
sole discretion of the Board.

c. The Monthly Dues, Trail Fee and Golf Car Rental Fee may be changed only at the 
discretion of the Board and shall be the amounts in effect at the time the 
Membership is approved.  Members will be provided with 30 days advance 
notice, from the effective date, of any changes to the Monthly Dues, Trail Fees or 
Golf Car Rental Fees.  Notice may be by letter, posting in the clubhouse, by 
newsletter, or by other reasonable means as determined by the Board.

d. Any Monthly Dues or other charge not paid when due shall be deemed 
delinquent.  The Member may be charged a late fee of the greatest of $10.00 or 
10% of the amount due.  Delinquent amounts (including any late fees assessed) 
shall bear interest at the rate of one and one-half percent (1.5%) per month.

e. In the event any Monthly Dues or other charges are not paid on or before 60 days 
of the date due, the Country Club may in its sole discretion and without notice 
suspend or terminate the Membership rights of Member.

f. Each Member shall be liable for the Monthly Dues, Fees, and any other charges or 
amounts due or owed to the Association.  The Association shall be entitled to all 
reasonable attorneys’ fees, and collection costs incurred to effect payment from 
the Member.

8. Term of Membership
a. Effective Date.  Membership shall be effective upon approval and acceptance of 

the Membership Application by the Country Club and payment of all applicable 
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fees.  Upon approval and acceptance of the Membership Application and receipt 
of the Applicable Fees, the Country Club shall acknowledge acceptance and 
provide the effective date of the Membership (“Effective Date”).

b. Membership Term.  All Memberships shall have an annual term ending one year 
from acceptance of membership.

c. Renewal of Membership.  Each Membership shall automatically renew the first 
day of the thirteenth month of membership, and on the anniversary date each year 
after, at the then current Monthly Dues, Trail Fees and Golf Car Rental Fees, 
subject to approval of the Board, in its sole discretion, unless Member has
provided 60-day prior written Notice of Resignation in accordance with the 
provisions hereof.  The Membership shall be subject to the terms and conditions 
of Membership in effect at the time of renewal.

d. Termination
i. The Membership shall automatically terminate at such time as Member 

ceases to be a resident of Heritage Highlands.  However, upon such 
termination, the Board may, in its sole discretion, offer Member the option 
to convert the Membership to a non-resident membership at a rate which 
rate may be discounted to take into account the prior resident Membership, 
and upon such terms as are then in effect for non-resident members.

ii. Member may terminate his/her Membership at any time with one calendar 
month prior written Notice of Resignation to the Director of Golf and 
Member shall be responsible for all fees and charges, including Monthly 
Dues, Trail Fees and Golf Car Rental Fees during the resignation notice 
period.  Terminations shall become effective on the last day of the month 
when all amounts owing to the Country Club have been paid in full and 
the notice period has expired.

iii. Upon a breach of the terms of this Membership Agreement or the Rules by 
Member, the Board may immediately terminate the Membership of the 
Member in the sole discretion of the Board.  In such event, no Member 
shall be entitled to reimbursement of any portion of the Monthly Dues of 
Fees.

e. Reinstatement of Membership.  A Golf Member who has resigned his or her 
Membership, and was in good standing at the time of resignation, may apply to
regain Membership through the following process:

i. If a prior Member desires to reinstate their golf membership within twelve 
(12) months of termination, their reinstatement will automatically be 
granted by lump sum payment of those monthly fees that would have been 
paid.  An additional 10% reinstatement fee based on the lump sum 
payment must also be paid.

ii. If a prior member desires to reinstate his or her golf membership after 
twelve (12) months there is no lump sum payment or reinstatement fee 
required. 

f. Death of a Member.  Upon the death of a Member, the Membership may be 
transferred to a surviving spouse or family member (who meets the membership 
requirements and resides in Heritage Highlands) of the Member, without payment 
of an additional Membership Fee for that year.  Such Membership shall remain 
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active on the terms and conditions of the Membership Agreement, including 
payment of the Monthly dues.  Any new Member under this section shall deliver a 
completed Application to the Association for acceptance and approval, which 
approval shall be in the sole discretion of the Board.  Upon approval, the new 
Member shall be subject to all terms and conditions of the Membership 
Agreement and shall be deemed a Member.

9. Rules
All Rules adopted by the Country Club shall be applicable to Member and are 
specifically incorporated herein.  The Country Club may, in its sole discretion, 
enforce fines and penalties against Member for any breach of this Membership 
Agreement or any violation of the Rules.

10. Representations and Warranties
The Country Club has made no representations or warranties, either expressed or 
implied, as to the conditions of the Country Club, the Golf Facilities, the number 
of members, the availability of the Country Club or the Golf Facilities for 
Member’s use, or any other matter whatsoever.

11. Indemnification
Member agrees to indemnify, hold harmless and defend the Country Club and its 
Board, its directors, officers, employees, agents and resident owners for, from and 
against any action, claim, demand, dispute, or liability, including reasonable 
attorney’s fees and costs, arising from or relating to Member’s use or access to the 
Country Club, its facilities and property including, without limitation, the Golf 
Facilities.  Member agrees the Country Club shall have the right to participate in 
the defense of any such claim through counsel of its own choosing.

12. Limitation of Action and Assumption of Risk
Member does hereby release the Association and its Board, its directors, officers, 
employees, and agents, as well as the Declarant under the Declaration (as well as 
Declarant’s beneficiary), from any and all liability of any nature whatsoever 
relating in any way to, or arising out of the Country Club, the play of golf, the 
condition of the Golf Facilities, or the accessibility of such facilities.  Such release 
includes all tort damages, claims or causes of action, excepting from such release 
solely breach of contract claims relating to this Membership Agreement, and with 
respect to such claims it is agreed that a refund of Member’s Monthly Dues and 
Fees for the year the claim or cause of action is commenced shall be a reasonable 
maximum damage recoverable, and shall be a liquidated damage beyond which 
actual damages may not be claimed or pursued.  Further, member hereby assumes 
all risks associated with the use of the Country Club, its facilities and property 
including, without limitation, the Golf Facilities, such assumption of risk to 
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include personal injury from errant golf balls, injury while riding in any golf car, 
injuries from the condition of the Golf Facilities and other matters relating 
thereto.

13. General
a. Transfer.  Except as specifically provided herein, this Membership Agreement 

and the Membership are not assignable or transferable, whether in whole or in 
part, and any attempt to do so shall be deemed void and a material breach of this 
Membership Agreement.  The Country Club may assign its obligations, in whole 
or in part, at any time during the term of this Membership Agreement.

b. Capitalized Terms.  Capitalized terms herein shall have the meanings ascribed 
herein, or in the Declaration if no definition is set forth herein.

c. Waiver.  No waiver of any provision hereof or of any right or remedy hereunder 
shall be effective unless in writing and signed by the party against whom such 
waiver is sought to be enforced.  No delay in exercising, no course of dealing with 
respect to, or no partial exercise of any right or remedy hereunder shall constitute 
a waiver of any other right or remedy, or future exercise thereof.

d. Notice.  All notices shall be in writing and shall be deemed to be delivered when 
placed in the first class United States Mail, postage prepaid, or when sent by 
personal delivery or by facsimile or e-mail.  All notices shall be directed to the 
respective addresses given herein or in the Application, or to such other address as 
either party may, from time to time designate by notice to the other party.

e. Costs and Attorney’s Fees.  If any action is brought by either party in respect to 
its rights under this Membership Agreement, the substantially prevailing party 
shall be entitled to reasonable attorney’s fees and court costs as determined by the 
court.  Further, if the Association takes any action, whether by filing legal action 
or otherwise, to collect amounts due and owing to it, Member agrees to pay any 
and all costs and expenses associated with such action.  Such costs and expenses 
shall be deemed charges due under this Membership Agreement.

f. Governing Law.  This Membership Agreement shall be governed in all respects 
by the laws of the State of Arizona.

g. Survival.  The indemnification obligations and releases specified in this 
Membership Agreement shall survive any termination or expiration hereof.

h. Force Majeure.  The Country Club shall not be liable for the unavailability of play 
resulting from repair, accidents, special tournaments, prior use privileges, acts 
beyond the reasonable control of the Country Club or Board, acts of God, strikes, 
walkouts, riots, acts of war, epidemics, failure of suppliers to perform, 
governmental regulations, power failures, earthquakes, or other disasters.

i. Entire Agreement.  This Membership Agreement, together with all exhibits, 
which are incorporated by reference, constitutes the complete and exclusive 
statement of all mutual understandings between the parties with respect to the 
subject matter hereof, superseding all prior or contemporaneous proposals, 
communications, and understandings, oral or written.
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Heritage Highlands at Dove Mountain Membership Rules - 2008

It is the intent of the Club to limit these rules and regulations to the minimum required for the 
mutual enjoyment of the club by all its residents, guests, and golfers.  The obligation of 
enforcing these rules and regulations for the good of all residents is placed primarily in the hands 
of the trained staff whose principal responsibility is to assure you all the courtesies, comforts and 
services to which you, as a resident are entitled.  It is further the duty of the residents to know the 
Club rules and to cooperate with the staff in the enforcement thereof.  Please note the Rules and 
Regulations of Heritage Highlands at Redhawk Master Homeowners Association are subject to 
the CC&Rs, subsection 14.1 and 14.2.

The golf course will be available to all residents of the Heritage Highlands at Redhawk Master 
Homeowners Association as well as the non-resident member and the general public on a space 
available basis.  Golf members and non-resident members will receive first priority in making 
golf tee time reservations in advance of the general residency of Heritage Highlands and the 
general public.  The Association Board has the right to implement a tee time allotment system.

1. Registration
All golfers must register in the Golf Shop before beginning play, at least ten (10) 
minutes prior to their scheduled tee-time, or they may be subject to losing their 
starting times.  Golfers are responsible for the payment of all golf fees, merchandise, 
and food & beverage purchases.

2. Reservations
a. The hours of golf course play, practice range hours and Golf Shop hours will be 

posted in the Golf Shop and in the club bulletin, and are subject to change 
depending on golf course and weather conditions.  The Director of Golf in 
consultation with the Golf Course Superintendent shall determine when the golf 
course is playable and such decision shall be final.  No golf course play shall be 
permitted during a period that the course is determined as not fit for play.  Visit 
the Heritage Highlands website at heritagehighlands.com for up to date closure 
and delay information.

b. Golfers must request tee-times through the Chelsea Tee-Time Reservation system 
by calling 579-0172 or via the Heritage Highlands website 
(heritagehighlands.com).

c. The golf club reserves the right to make advance reservations up to 12 months in 
advance for group and tournament events.  In addition, the club will permit 
advance booking on a limited basis for some select hotels, resorts and golf travel 
agency organizations, at the discretion of the Association Board.

d. All golfers shall notify the Chelsea system of all cancellations by calling 579-
0172 or via the Chelsea Web Tee Times by noon of the day prior to the scheduled 
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day of play.  Failure to so notify the Chelsea system may result in points being 
charged to the account of the responsible golfer.

e. The golf course may be reserved for Women’s 18-hole league play, Women’s 9-
hole league play, Men’s 18-hole league play, Men’s 9-hole league play, and 
Couple’s league play during one day each week.  Other players will be 
accommodated during these times on a space available basis only.

3. HOA Golf Membership
All residents within the Heritage Highlands at Redhawk Master Homeowners 
Association will be allowed to purchase a Golf Membership which will entitle the 
Member to play as many rounds of golf at the Club as the Member desires, subject to 
tee-time availability and the Rules and Regulations as outlined in the Golf 
Membership Agreement.
a. The Golf Membership Fees will be established and reviewed by the Association 

Board as necessary for any applicable adjustments.  All payments will be billed 
and payable whether the Member plays or not.  Membership Fees, Trail Fees and 
Golf Car Rental Fees will be billed and are payable monthly.

b. The Golf Membership includes unlimited use of the practice facilities.  
c. The Golf Membership does not include any entry fees for special events such as 

resident/guest tournaments, resident/resident tournaments, or Club 
Championships.

d. Golf Membership Fees, Trail Fees and Golf Car Rental Fees shall be billed each 
month in advance and are due when billed.

e. Guests of Golf Members and Heritage Highlands Residents are required to play 
with said Member/Resident and pay the applicable guest fees.  Members and 
Residents are limited to inviting the same local (less that 100 miles distance) 
guest, to no more than two (2) times per month or 30 day period.  Out of town 
guests (more than 100 miles distance) are limited to no more than five (5) times 
per month or 30 day period.  Guests not playing with a Member/Resident will pay 
the prevailing outside public golf fees.

f. Golf playing privileges are non-transferable and playing privileges may be 
suspended or revoked for non-payment or for failure to abide by any of the rules, 
regulations, and policies of the Club.

4. Tournaments and Clinics
a. The club reserves the right to make the golf course and practice range available 

for tournaments, clinics, and other special events at which time use by non-
participants my be restricted.

b. Except during special events, only members of the professional golf staff are 
permitted to render golf instruction at the club.  Lessons should be scheduled 
through the Golf Shop.  Lessons not cancelled at least twenty-four (24) hours in 
advance will be subject to charge.

c. No golf tournaments of any kind, or play by any group of five (5) persons, shall 
be permitted unless approved in advance by the Director of Golf.
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d. Handicaps must be used in all organized competition.  In order to establish your 
USGA handicap index, notify the Golf Shop for proper billing.  There is an 
annual fee to establish and maintain a USGA handicap index, which includes an 
AGA/AWGA membership.  The Golf Shop can assist you in getting started.  You 
are required to post your own adjusted score on the handicap computer.  Your 
current handicap index will be found posted on the handicap report next to the 
computer.

5. Equipment and Attire
a. Every player must have a set of golf clubs.  No sharing of golf clubs shall be 

permitted.
b. Proper attire is required for all players on the course and practice facilities.

1. Proper Attire Men: Men’s collared golf shirts (at least 1.5” collar), with 
sleeves, golf or Bermuda shorts or slacks.  No denim of any color.

2. Proper Attire Women: Ladies sleeveless, short or long sleeve golf shirts, 
with or without collars are acceptable. Sleeveless golf shirts without a 
collar must have at least three (3) inches of fabric covering the shoulder. 
Golf or Bermuda shorts, skorts, or skirts may be worn with a hem no more 
than six (6) inches above the knee.  No denim of any color.

3. NOT PERMITTED for either Men or Women: Tee shirts, tank tops, blue 
jeans/denim, and cutoffs.  Jams, sweat pants, tennis shorts, short shorts 
and bathing suits are not permitted on the golf course or practice facilities.

4. Only golf shoes with non-metal alternative cleats or other approved soft-
soled shoes shall be worn on the golf course and practice areas.  The Golf 
Shop must approve any shoes other than golf shoes.  Shoes must be worn 
at all times. 

6. Golf Car Use
a. The right to use a privately owned golf car on the golf course is currently granted 

by the Club and is a non-assignable license and personal right.  The Club may 
terminate this license and right at any time.

b. Residents with private golf cars are required to ensure that only licensed drivers 
will operate the golf car in a safe and prudent manner, whether on the golf course 
or the community’s private streets, and in accordance with any and all 
government regulations.

c. Privately owned golf cars to be used on the golf course must be approved 
annually by the Director of Golf for appearance and for compliance with other 
standards as may be determined by The Club.  All privately owned golf cars must 
be battery powered and be 4-wheeled vehicles.

d. Golf car traffic on the golf course is restricted to nine and eighteen hole rounds of 
play.  Starting times must be scheduled as provided herein.

e. No privately owned golf cars will be repaired by the Club Staff, nor allowed to be 
stored or recharged at the club.
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f. Privately owned golf cars shall only be driven on the golf course when the golf 
course is open for play.

7. Golf Car Rental
a. Golf Members not owning a personal golf car must pay a monthly fee for Golf 

Car usage.
b. Golf Car Rental Fees shall be billed each month in advance and are due when 

billed.
c. Golf Car Rental Fees apply regardless, whether the Member rides in a Club 

owned car or another member’s car.

8. General Golf Car Rules
a. The use of Golf Cars on the golf course will be mandatory at all times for all 

players unless other arrangements are approved by the Director of Golf.  Golf 
Cars shall be assigned at the Golf Shop at the time of registration unless the 
players’ private Golf Car is used.

b. Only Golf Cars provided by the club or approved to operate on club property will 
be permitted on the golf course.

c. Golf Cars shall remain on golf car paths where required by the Golf Shop.  Unless 
on golf car path, Golf Cars shall not be driven or parked within thirty feet (30) of 
any green.  Golf Cars should be driven across fairways in a scattered pattern, 
avoiding soft areas.  Golf car traffic and directional signs must be obeyed at all 
times, except as it applies for medical flag holders as described under the Heritage 
Highlands Medical Flag Policy.

d. Golf Cars are operated at the risk of the operator.  The cost of repairing any 
damage to golf cars or the golf course resulting from improper operation will be 
charged to the resident in whose name the operator is playing at the time the 
damage occurs.

e. Violation of these golf car rules may result in immediate suspension of playing 
privileges and ejection from the golf course.

f. The Director of Golf in consultation with the Golf Course Superintendent will 
decide when the golf course turf is able to handle golf car traffic.  At times they 
may restrict traffic to cart paths only at their discretion.

g. Keeping the golf course in top condition requires the cooperation of all those who 
play the course.  Golf Cars are very tough on the grass.  We ask that you help 
protect the fairways by driving in a scattered pattern when driving on them.

h. Club owned golf cars may be used only on the golf course during approved hours 
of golf play.

i. Club owned golf cars may be operated only by persons having a valid driver’s 
license.

j. A maximum of two (2) riders and two (2) golf bags per golf car is allowed.
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9. Golf Course Play
a. Jogging, bicycling and walking of dogs are not permitted on the golf course or 

golf car paths at any time.  No fishing without permission is permitted in lakes on 
the golf course.

b. All play shall start at the Number One and/or Number Ten tee unless permission 
to start elsewhere is obtained in advance from the Golf Shop.  Under no 
circumstances shall players start play from residences.

c. In the event that play is involuntarily discontinued due to weather or closing of 
the course by the Golf Professional Staff, guest players will be issued a credit for 
golf charges paid for such rounds as follows: less than three (3) holes played –
full credit; more than three (3) holes but less than twelve (12) holes played – fifty 
percent (50%) credit, more than twelve (12) holes played – no credit given.

d. Practice is restricted to designated practice areas.  No practice or second shots are 
permitted on the golf course at any time.

e. Ball hawking is not permitted on the course at any time.
f. No wading into water hazards or lakes shall be permitted.  Balls may be retrieved 

only from banks of lakes and water hazards.
g. No player shall have more than one (1) ball in play at any time.
h. All players shall repair ball marks on greens, repair divots and rake smooth sand 

bunkers before moving to the next tee.
i. Local rules are posted on bulletin board outside Golf Shop.
j. Bunker rakes are to be placed outside the bunker after their use.
k. See Golf Shop for pace of play guidelines.
l. Players stopping between nines must obtain permission from the Golf Shop to 

resume play.
m. The USGA Rules of Golf shall govern all play, except as modified by local rules.
n. Players shall observe the rules and golf etiquette as adopted by the USGA at all 

times.
o. The Club closes for approximately three (3) weeks in the fall 

(September/October) for overseeding.  The course will enforce a mandatory cart 
path policy for approximately thirty (30) days after reopening.  This will apply to 
all players including medical flag holders.  The Director of Golf in consultation 
with the Golf Course Superintendent will advise when golf cars will be permitted 
back on the golf course turf.

10. Medical Flag Policy
a. Golf Cars are to remain on the cart path on holes 7, 12, and 17.  On all other holes 

the cart path and a scattered driving pattern should be used as much as possible.
b. Golf Cars are to remain at least thirty (30) feet from the greens at all times.  DO 

NOT PARK DIRECTLY IN FRONT OF THE GREEN OR ON ANY TEE 
BOXES.
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c. Golf Cars are not allowed on the south side of the lake on hole 15.
d. Golf Cars should be parked in the designated parking area next to hole 16 green.  

When you have holed out please depart the parking area to the cart path.
e. The Medical Flag program is implemented solely for those qualified players.
f. The Director of Golf will issue the Medical Flags.  Anyone wishing to be issued a 

Medical Flag must bring a doctor certification or state issued disability auto tag to 
the Golf Shop.  The flags will be issued as follows:  BLUE FLAG is a permanent 
flag and valid through December.  WHITE & RED FLAG is a temporary flag 
issued on a temporary basis up to ten (10) days.  They will need to be returned to 
the Golf Shop at that time.

g. There is a non-refundable $20.00 charge for a Medical Flag to cover the cost of 
the flag.

11. General Terms
a. The Club is not responsible for any loss or damage to any of the Members’ 

property used or stored at the Club or brought upon the Club Property, and the 
Member shall look solely to the Members’ insurance policies for any claim for 
loss or damage.  The Member hereby releases the Club, its staff, the Association 
and the Association Board of Directors from any and all causes of actions, claims, 
and liability with respect to any loss or damage to any of Members’ property used 
or stored at the Club or brought upon the property of the Club.

b. The Members shall abide by any and all of the rules, regulations, and policies 
promulgated by the Club from time to time and as outlined in the Heritage 
Highlands at Dove Mountain Golf Rules.  The Club reserves the right to change 
the rules, regulations, and policies as and when needed, at its sole discretion.

c. Members shall not reprimand any Club employee.  Complaints of all deficiencies 
in service or demeanor of an employee must be submitted in writing to the 
attention of the General Manager or the Director of Golf.  Any required remedial 
action will be carried out as necessary by management.
